The Wallingford Burbh to Borough Research Project, of
which the pilot phase ran from 2002 to 2005 and which
has received AHRC funding for 2008-10, is led by Dr
Neil Christie, Dr Oliver Creighton, and Professor
Helena Hamerow, with support from the Universities
of Leicester, Exeter and Oxford, the British Academy
and the Marc Fitch Fund. The Project Officer is Dr
Matt Edgeworth.

Its intention is to provide fresh evidence for Saxon burh
foundations, Norman impositions and re-modelling,
medieval development of the town and landscape and
the material impact of urban economic decline.
